Economically, Syria is being considered today as an ambiguous Country. Officially; the country is ruled by the Ba'ath Party, but practically, the Ba'ath economic philosophy has not been practiced in term of original Ba'ath fiscal or economic Concept. Neither under Hafez Assad nor under his Son the Socialistic Rules became contently mirrored in the local Market. After the collapse of soviet Communism, Socialistic Practices went world wide on Backward Course anyway. 
Despite all that might be interpretatively reflected through this small introduction, the Syrian Market uses to be more or less a planned economic Web, and Such Underground Economy needs usually a strong Surveillance. That is an important condition to grow up as an underground Economy, develop experiences, become predictable etc. But what makes every mentioned condition impossible is the Corruption that has been a political Lifestyle under Assad the Father and Assad the Son. 
Given mentioned Circumstances, Syrian economists have neither been able to predict nor criticize the present from economic point of View. Politically Critics has been forbidden or risky at least, and the role of the local Parliament has never been effective enough to make the Leadership move.
Now let us jump from this Introduction to the latest Outcome:

Having a weak and corrupt Surveillance Mechanism, Smuggle has been a tradition in Syria throughout the last Decades, and smuggled goods don't become often taxed and returned to the owners when caught, but confiscated or simply plundered by Policemen or Custom Officials. Much more; Syrian Army Officers, security Forces, Borders Guards and custom's functionaries coordinate the smuggle of Goods from Neighboring Countries, and sell them either directly or through some Proxies they engage for this purpose, which makes the planned Economy very attracting for them, in so far the Victims are ordinary people with no Access to mentioned Business.
Most Important Business has been the high Taxes on Motorcycles and personal Weapons, which forced the ordinary Citizens to prefer smuggled Motors and Guns, and provided a wide and prosperous Market for powerful Officers and officials, who have been capable of satisfying the general Demand through Smuggle by own Cars and in cooperation with even corrupt surveillance Bodies and rules apparatus. Neighbors find in the explained Syrian Situation a good deal, because it serves their Trade and enrich their Merchants. Same Smuggling Forces do from Time to Time launch a plunder Campaign (they call it confiscation) when it comes to a stagnation in smuggle Markets, in order to open doors for newly smuggled amounts later. 
The Burdening high Taxes imposed on smuggled Technology make owners give up their Goods and escape living up to the Market Officers. In according to governmental Sources: the confiscated Motorcycles don't become a governmental Property, but get fused  in the Iron Fabric-a simple Property Destruction. But Many report; that a great amount of confiscated Motorcycles become sold in the Smuggle Market by powerful Officers little later again. Smuggled Weapons get sold by Proxies, and later plundered by same smuggling Officers….Wise and Brave.
Latest Update on this Issue: in Cafarnbuda (a small town situated 10 km to the east of Apamea or Afamia) the brave Security Forces plundered (confiscated if you want) 70 Motorcycles at once. Some of the harmed Citizens protested and wrote on the Walls; let George W Bush Live and let Baschar assad (the Syrian President) step down. On the following Day, the Security Forces cracked down on civilians and arrested every suspected Motorcyclist….little later, they declared: the man who wrote : let Baschar Assad step down and let G W Bush live belongs to Fatah Al-islam (an ORG with relation to Al-Qaida)… a good Way to justify Tyranny and Plunder. Argumentatio Ad Absurdum- why? Alqaeda Men don't write: Lives G W Bush. Fact is: The Man expressed his refusal and revolted against those who plundered his Motorcycle.
