The event was held in conjunction with the Art of Living, the Coalition of Asian and Pacific Islanders, the Coalition of South Asian Peoples, International Affairs Group, and Sixth College Reslife. 

There were about 130 people in attendence, and from them we received $74 in donations and 74 handwritten letters to U.N. Secretary General, Ban Ki-Moon - not to mention an unknown number of people who signed a petition to the student council on divestment, and the electronic petition for an arms embargo on China. Thanks to all who helped or attended!

3. We had a little discussion on the disgusting violation of human rights that happened during the fires, here in San Diego. There was a meeting on Sunday the 28th that Yuki attended, and in it they described how undocumented immigrants who had sought refuge in shelters had been arrested and deported to Mexico. ID checkpoints had been established at the doors of some of these places, and there were lots of allegations of looting of donated supplies by undocumented immigrants. Some of our members also heard that an entire family was reported - simply because they were speaking Spanish - and how even a Filipino volunteer was reported, apparently for looking Mexican. The organization that held the meeting on Sunday attended the Chancellor's town hall meeting on Wednesday to ask her to publicly condemn the deportation.

4. Some good news: "TRADE" (the film we missed seeing in theaters a couple weeks ago) will be shown at the Price Center Theater during tenth week, on Thursday, 12/6 and Saturday, 12/8 at 6 PM and 9 PM, and we hope you'll come with us out to one of the showings as a study break! Admission to the Saturday event is rumored to be free (but otherwise it would only be $3).
