Biography of Rekstar Rukilian

Rekstar Kamir Rukilian was born on Chandrila three years before the Clone Wars. The son of a wealthy merchant family, Rekstar was born to do business with the regular suppliers of his family's company.

Second son to Jereth Rukilian and Gerwen Lorien Rukilian, Rekstar was the second oldest child in a family of three children. At the onslaught of the Clone Wars and the raging battle between the Republic and Separatist forces, Jereth Rukilian was called into duty as a reserve pilot for the Republic Navy. Only five at that time, Rekstar saw his father leave for the frontlines with his own starfighter. Being a merchant, Jereth already had the experience of flying cargo holds to other systems and dodging pirates along the way. Not a day went by that Rekstar did not wait to see his father return to the relatively peaceful planet. Four years went by as the entire galaxy was thrown into chaos.

When the war finally ended, Jereth returned to Chandrila as an injured man, paralyzed waist down from a collision with an enemy starfighter. Rekstar's older brother took over the family business and ran it with help and instruction from Jereth. Rekstar himself, however, was very much interested in starfighter piloting. From the age of ten, Jereth taught him everything he knew about piloting. Jereth had even taught him a few tactical strategies he had picked up during the war. When the Republic turned into the Empire, Rekstar became very concerned with the state of the galaxy. Everywhere, people were being oppressed, including his friends who were persecuted under the no-alien doctrine.

Everything came to a climax when the Death Star obliterated Alderaan. His parents were on the surface of the planet conducting a business negotiation when the superweapon unleashed its destructive power and killed every being on the planet. The news ran on headlines, and Imperial Command claimed Alderaan was housing terrorist groups. Rekstar was thrown into despair. He prepared himself for a journey to the Rebel Alliance, wishing to have his revenge on the Empire. Asking his brother to take care of the family business and his little sister, Rekstar set off on a journey to find the Rebel group. Rekstar fought at many battles with the Alliance for almost five years.

In one encounter, he was assigned to the Institutes base at the fourth moon of Yavin. The Institutes was a Rebel base built on the foundations of the old Alliance base that had been targeted by the first Death Star. Under the name of Kamir "Kamino" Solusar and disguised as a Calamarian, Rekstar led the Pilots of Valor division of the Institutes and was in charge of all naval and communication operations for the base. Because of encounters by members of the Institutes with ancient spirits of the Sith, which culminated in an invasion of the base by the predators of the Yavin IV jungle, the base had to evacuate to Talus. However, under orders from General Crix Madine, Rekstar was discharged from the Institutes base just after a perilous journey to Talus for reassignment in the push towards the Core.

For four years, Rekstar fought alongside the Rebel Alliance, which then became the New Republic, without a formal naval rank in battles along the Mid Rim and the Core. When Coruscant fell to the hands of the New Republic, Rekstar was reunited with his siblings on a leave to Chandrila. He had not seen them in almost five years, and he was happy to have seen them. His elder brother Karigan persuaded Rekstar to continue the career of a military pilot as his brother expanded the family's company. Karigan also informed Rekstar that their younger sister Herna was attending the University of Ralltiir. Rekstar thanked Karigan for taking care of her and promised that he would continue to return to Chandrila to see his siblings.

Over the next five years, Rekstar proved himself as an extraordinary pilot. He was recommended to join a fleet that was planning to expand the New Republic's frontiers against the Empire.
