Bev is co-author of "The Complete Writer: A Guide t o Tapping Your Full 
Potential" (Red Engine Press, August 2005). Her boo k, "Sun Signs for 
Writers," was published by Writer’s Digest Books in  August 2006. Her 
fiction book, "Mending Fences," was published under  pen name Star Ferris 
in September 2006 by Whiskey Creek Press.  
 
 
She teaches writing courses and publishes Scribe & Quill, an award-
winning e-zine for writers. She is also the co-found er of the International 
Order of Horror Professionals.  
 
 
What do you prefer writing fiction or nonfiction?  
A: I enjoy writing both, although I'm better known for my nonfiction than I am my 
fiction.  That's because I spent so much time freelancing and concentrating on 
nonfiction articles related to writing, creativity and networking, etc. I like dealing 
with facts and writing what I call creative nonfiction. What I mean by that is 
writing about factual or informative information, and doing so in a creative way or 
using an approach that may not have been tried before. An example of this would 
be Sun Signs for Writers, which is a nonfiction writing reference book. There are 
tons of books on writing that will teach you how to break out of writer's block or 
how to be a more productive writer, but the difference is that my book does the 
same thing, only with a dash of astrology thrown in for good measure. 
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What part of writing do you love the most?  
A: Wow, that's a tough question. It should be so easy, right? Most of all, the 
freedom to be creative and use that creative expression to communicate with 
other (readers, colleagues, etc.)  There's something very special about being 
able to connect with someone on a deep level that, hopefully, touches their heart, 
soul, and mind all at the same time! 
  
Your favorite Authors?  
Geez, too many to mention! I'll list some of them here, but the list would be 
outrageous if I listed all of them! Michael Crichton, Laurell K. Hamilton, Simon 
Clark, M.J. Rose, Neil Gaiman, Stephen King, Dean Koontz, Christopher Moore, 
Terry Pratchett, Douglas Clegg, Jill Barnett, Nora Roberts, Deb Macomber, 
Sherrilyn Kenyon, Maggie Shayne, R.A. Forster...the list goes on and on and on. 
  
Your favorite book?  
On Writing by Stephen King. Every writer - whether novice, intermediate or 
professional - should read it.  
  
What advise can you give to new writers?  
Writing is a tough proposition, whether you do it for a hobby or as a professional. 
There isn't a shortage of people waiting out there to tell you what you're doing 
wrong or why you shouldn't even try to be a writer or keep writing. Listen to 
constructive criticism, because that's important, but always listen to your instincts 
and believe that if you keep honing your craft and learning, you'll succeed. For 
you, success might mean simply writing an hour every day and filling pages for 
your own private pleasure. Or, to someone else, success might be publication. 
You have to define what success is to you and walk that path on a daily basis. 
There isn't a shortage of critics, so be sure to keep everything in perspective. It's 
ESSENTIAL to keep supportive writing buddies around at all times -- people who 
will be honest with you in a constructive way, yet who will be there to support you 
through thick and thin.
