TEAM PARTICIPATION 

POLICY

Attendance: Athletes selected into the Beantown VBC are expected to attend all practices and tournaments. The Coaching Staff strives to bring all players up to their next skill level as individuals and as teams. This process is impeded when players are not present at practices and/or tournaments. If a player has to be absent, he must communicate this to the Coach ahead of time, with the understanding that his absence may affect playing time. 

Playing Time: The Coaching Staff will provide every player with a role on the team and ensure that every player participates in every tournament. However, this does not mean that each player will play in every match or play the same amount of time. Playing time will be based on the assessment of relative skill, attitude, and current playing environment as judged by the Coaching Staff.

Transportation: Players and their parents are responsible for their own transportation, or for arranging carpools, to all tournaments.  Travel team parents in conjunction with the team liaisons, Coaches, and the Board of Directors will assist in travel plans when traveling by a plane or taking a bus.  Beantown VBC participants are not drive alone to tournaments.

Work Teams: Each team is required to provide a work team at all tournaments. All players will do their share of work at the tournaments. There will be a work schedule for each tournament.  The captains will be responsible for making sure the work is shared and equitable.

Property Damage: If a player causes damage to any property at the lodging during travel or at a tournament site, he will be personally responsible for damages.

Stolen Equipment: If a player is caught with another teams uniforms, balls. or other personal valuables removal from Beantown VBC will occur and other NERVA and USAV sanctions may result.

Disciplinary Action: Any player found in possession of alcohol, tobacco, illegal drugs or engaged in inappropriate or unlawful behavior will be immediately released to the custody of his parents. If a player is not accompanied by his parent or legal guardian, a parent or guardian must come to the tournament site to pick him up and take him home. This will be grounds for dismissal from the club without any refunds.

Sportsmanship: Coaches, players and parents are expected to conduct themselves in the manner of good sportsmanship to promote a positive environment during competition. Please remember that the down officials are junior players too, and that could be you or your son working out there. Officials will make bad calls, because they are only human, and coaches, players and parents alike are expected to respect the official’s final decision and move on. According to NERVA rules, Tournament Directors have the authority to remove anyone from the facility, who, in their opinion, is abusive or disrupting play. First referees also have the authority to remove players, coaches, parents and spectators from the game or facility. It is important to take this seriously as sanctions range from temporary suspension up to suspension for life from all NERVA and USAV sanctioned activities (both adult and juniors) for infractions.

Concerns or Issues: If parents have any concerns or issues that they would like to discuss with the Coaching Staff, please do so before or after a practice. The preferred action is to send an email to the Head Coach and set up a meeting time with him/her. Please refrain from discussing concerns or issues during a tournament or practice. The Coaches have enough to deal with during a practice or tournament and would like to focus on the next game or match.  The best course of action is for the player and coach to discuss the issue or concern first.

Communication: Email will be this club’s primary means of communication. Please check your email regularly for information about practices and tournaments. Each athlete must have a separate email of his own. There are several free email accounts available through the internet. The club website will also be regularly updated to provide pertinent information.
