**Walk-In(s do not count for Central Alabama Horse Club year-end awards.

**You must show in 4 of the 5 Central Alabama Horse Club shows and be a member of Central Alabama Horse Club to qualify for CAHC year-end awards.

**You cannot receive two awards in the same division.

**Year end awards will be given for Central Alabama Horse Club members for Grand           and Reserve for the following divisions:

Halter




Gaited

Lead-line



Pony Timed Event
Pony Judged



Novice Timed Event 12 & under
Jr Judged 12 & under 

Novice Timed Event 13 - 17
Sr Judged 13 - 17


Jr Timed Event 12 & under
Adult Judged 18 & over

Adult Timed Event 18 & over
** Novice classes do not qualify for State.  If you show Novice classes, you cannot show in other classes.  Novice is for First year riders only.
**You must enter your classes two classes in advance.

**All ponies must be measured at the first Central Alabama Horse Club show attended.

**You must wear proper attire for your designated class.  Timed Events must wear a             shirt with sleeves.  You cannot run timed events in a tank top or muscle shirt.  You           must have sleeves.

**All dogs must be kept and held on a leash.  If not, you will be asked to leave the dog at       home.  This is for the safety of the riders and spectators.

**Each rider is responsible for keeping up with their own classes and their own placings       in order to pick up ribbons or payback money.

**Timed Events will not start before 1:00 PM.

**You can run in the gate during timed events, but you cannot run out of the gate.  The         gate will be closed.

**Timed-Event gate and alley way area should be kept clear during timed events

**If you use your own back number, you must make the registration booth aware of the        number.

**There is a one minute gate call on all classes.

**The arena fence should be kept clear at all times.

**All horses must be kept under control at all times on the show grounds.  If control is          not kept, you will be asked to remove the horse from the show grounds to keep from        causing injury to someone or to their horse.

**Tabs can be run only with a signed check at the registration booth.

**Complaints should be brought to show committee or board of directors of the Central        Alabama Horse Club.  All complaints will be handled in a professional manner.

**Disorderly conduct is prohibited.

**Entry forms must be filled out correctly.  All information should be completed on each entry form.  This is the responsibility of the competitor.
