                                         Creative Drama

This program encourages students to “act up” in school. Using role-play and dramatic skills, students and teachers will discover new ways to approach core subjects. Mime, improvisation, choral speech, readers’ theatre, story theatre, playmaking and group drama will all be used to explore the curriculum.

Program Objectives:

To give students and teachers another method of exploring their core subjects, and approach learning from a creative perspective. Students will gain confidence through expressing their ideas in front of their peers. They will increase their self-esteem through group sharing and performance. They will learn to work as a team, improve communication skills and build a community of performers in their school.

Timetable:

At least one month prior to the residency a staff meeting will be held. (In the case of an out-of town residency, this meeting will be held via emails or over the phone.) In this meeting the teachers will decide what subject or theme they’d like to explore. By the time the residency begins it will be imperative that the students will have covered the subject and know the information i.e. If a class wants to create scenes around a novel , they must have read the book. 

On Friday afternoon, which will be the last day of the residency, The students will celebrate and share their work in front of family and friends.

This residency is offered to ECS- Gr.12, and depending on student population, can run for 1-4 weeks.

Each class should be allowed five or six sessions. (Classes can never double up)

There will be five sessions each day.
Details of space and equipment:

School provides a big, open space free of furniture.  

Audio and lighting equipment, (if necessary), are at school’s expense.

Dramatic Learning will bring boxes of various sizes to use as set pieces and some props.
