                                            Musical Theatre

Get a higher education through song and dance! This is an energetic musical theatre residency. Creativity and imagination are sparked when we use music, movement, and acting to explore core subjects and themes. Students will create and present group and solo projects while experiencing the joy of being part of a musical theatre ensemble. All the while they’ll be dealing with subject matter at the heart of the curriculum.

Program Objectives: 

To give students and teachers another method of exploring core subjects, and approach learning from a creative perspective. Students will be given the opportunity to express themselves through music, experience choral and solo singing 

and learn about movement and choreography. They will discover how to create character and dialogue through improvisation. Students will gain confidence expressing their ideas in front of their peers. They will be exposed to teamwork and co-operation, improve communication skills and build a community of performers in the school.

Timetable:
At least one month prior to the residency, a staff meeting will be held to discuss what theme or subject the teachers would like to explore. (For out-of-town schools this meeting will take place via emails and over the phone.) By the time the residency begins it will be imperative that the students have covered the subject, ie: If we will be exploring a novel through music, the students must have read the book.

On the Friday afternoon, which will be the last day of the residency, there will be a school celebration of the students’ work for family and friends.

As this residency is offered to ECS-Grade 12, depending on the student population, it can run for 1-4 weeks.

Each class should be allowed five or six sessions. (Classes can never double up.)

There will be five sessions each day.

Details of Space and Equipment:
