ATTRIBUTES OF GOD

1. God is _____________

God is one in Essence, but he exists as 3 co-equal, co-eternal Persons, each having the whole divine essence.

At that time Jesus came from Nazareth in Galilee and was baptized by John in the Jordan. As Jesus was coming up out of the water, he saw heaven being torn open and the Spirit descending on him like a dove. And a voice came from heaven: "You are my Son, whom I love; with you I am well pleased."

The Hebrew word for "God" is the word ____ or _________. 

Elohim is the plural form of El. The plural form is used 2607 of the 2845 times the word "God" is used in the Old Testament. Not only is the word for God usually used in the plural form, but several verses refer to God as "Us":

Then God said, "Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness; and let them rule over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the sky and over the cattle and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creeps on the earth." 

Genesis 1:26

Then the LORD God said, "Behold, the man has become like one of Us, knowing good and evil; and now, lest he stretch out his hand, and take also from the tree of life, and eat, and live forever" 

Genesis 3:22

"Come, let Us go down and there confuse their language, that they may not understand one another's speech." 

Genesis 11:7

Then I heard the voice of the Lord, saying, "Whom shall I send, and who will go for Us?" Then I said, "Here am I. Send me!"

c. ________________: Father, Son and Holy Spirit are but different manifestations of the one same God, and He appears at different times as different persons.

d. ________________: The Son and the Spirit are God but not co-equal or co-eternal with the Father.

According to particle physics and relativity, at least _____ dimensions of space existed at the creation of the universe.
