AQ
Each set/paragraph should contain these 4 segments:

1)QUOTE 

-not in chunks, but key words/phrases will do; indicate line number for easy reference

-quote something that you can respond to

2)EXPLAIN

- what do you understand of writer’s quote, esp in layman’s terms? do this only if what you quoted is in complex jargon and not immediately comprehensible to reader 
-under what context did the writer say what he said?
-the writer’s (not yours!) reasons for his quote

3)AGREE/DISAGREE

-indicate clearly your agreement or disagreement with the writer’s quote

4)EVALUATE (MOST IMPORTANT!!!!!)

-give reasons for your agreement /disagreement with writer’s quote

-bring in world or Singapore context (i.e. what is it about the world/Singapore that makes the writer’s claim so true or so false?)
-if agree with writer, show how good his argument is by fleshing out further the points raised by the writer which are not well-developed (‘cos they tend to just touch-and-go in passage), i.e. give more of your own details and examples in support of writer

-if disagree, show how bad the writer’s argument is by pointing out potential flaws in writer’s quote and rebut, esp those concerning extreme, sweeping generalization
-when anchoring to Singapore’s context, identify features unique to Singapore (e.g. small size, small population, mulit-racial make-up, etc.) to determine whether these favour or refute writer’s arguments.

-best is to use specific examples

Suggested Template:

1)QUOTE

In Passage A/B, [the writer] says/mentions/maintains/argues/claims/comments that “[quote]” (line ___). 

2)EXPLAIN

If translating to layman’s terms: In other words, ……..
Fleshing out writer’s context: He/She is referring to …….
His/Her reasons: This is because ……
3)AGREE/DISAGREE

I agree/disagree with him/her…..
This is indeed true/not true……
4)Evaluate

This is because ………This is particularly so for Singapore because………This is indeed true of the world today because………
