-then strengthen this example by using your knowledge of the world or your

society

If you want to DISAGREE with writer’s stand:
1) Quote a point from passage mentioned by writer

-then refute this point by coming up with a contrary example of your own based on your understanding of the world or your society


(hint: think Paris Hilton as contrary eg for idol as good role model)

2) Quote an example from the passage mentioned by writer
