In the event if both passages are contrasting:

P1) [STAND]: I agree with the writer’s views in Passage A that …….[AGREE A]

P2) In Passage A, the writer argues that ……I agree because…..[AGREE A]

P3) In Passage B, the writer argues that…..I disagree because…..[DISAGREE B]

P4) [Balance] However,

what the writer maintains in Passage A can be questionable too.  He contends

that…….[DISAGREE A]

OR


the writer in Passage B is not entirely wrong in saying that …..[AGREE B]

How convincing do you find the writer’s reasonings?

P1) I find the views of Woolgar convincing only to a small extent. [DISAGREE]

P2) In the Passage, Woolgar mentions about ‘the gradual but unstoppable growth of the power and influence of women” (line 81) I find this to be a simplistic view of the writer that borders on idealism…..[DISAGREE]

P3) Woolgar also contends that the particular virtues of women are ‘co-operation, care and concern for others.’ (line 83) This is surely a myopic assertion that borders on the stereotype……………[DISAGREE]

P4) Nevertheless, there could be a grain of truth in Woolgar’s assertion on the “growth of the power and influence of women” (line 81) [AGREE for balance]
