P1) I am in agreement with Senn’s argument in Passage A that politics is an integral part of sports. 

[STAND: Agree with A]
P2) [Quote] In Passage A, Senn quoted the example of ‘ping-pong diplomacy’ to show how sports can be used to ‘extend an olive branch’ (line 32). [Explain] Indeed, sports can be exploited to avert conflict and pave the way for peace. [Agree&Evaluate] This could not be more true as the political climate during the Cold War era was one of mutual suspicions and hostility. This contributed to the heightened political tensions that threatened to ignite into a full-scale war on both sides of the Iron Curtain. The use of sports was instrumental in helping to defuse the volatile climate. The table tennis friendly match between China and the US helped pave the way for President Nixon’s historic visit to China, resulting in the restoration of diplomatic ties between the two Cold War adversaries. [Reconnect to Stand] This clearly shows how sports are deeply entrenched in politics. 
[Agree with A by strengthening example originating from Senn]
P3) [Quote] In Passage B, Pound argues that the Olympic Games have led to ‘nationalistic frenzy’ (line 16). [Explain] It is true that the Games can trigger and stoke people’s passion for their country. [Disagree] But this need not be negative, as Pound seems to suggest. *[On the contrary, Senn’s view in Passage A that this can be exploited to ‘influence the development of national consciousness’ (line 39) tends to ring more truth.] [Evaluate] Indeed, this ‘nationalistic frenzy’ may actually be advantageous, even desirable, for some nations. This is particularly so for nations which are fractured along racial lines or which have a short history. Political and social unity is often the main concern in such cases, and there are nothing like sports to gel the entire nation together, regardless of its inherent differences. One stark example of this is Singapore. Its multi-racial composition contributes to a potentially divisive society. This is compounded by its relatively short history, resulting in little shared experience within a society that is already split along racial lines. As such, there are few milestones that its people can fall back on in history to have a sense of shared heritage or pride. Sports thus enter as a convenient avenue for the people to gravitate together under a common identity. Nowhere is this more obvious than when Singapore clinched a silver medal for table-tennis in the Olympics last year.  In a similar vein, its recent forays into hosting the AYG (Asian Youth Games), Formula-One Race and YOG (Youth Olympic Games) are aimed at rekindling the pride and patriotism of Singaporeans, just like what the Beijing Olympics had done for China. Through its successful hosting and participation in these international sports events, it is hoped that Singapore will be put on the world map, thereby strengthening national cohesion from the ensuing pride, or what Pound called ‘nationalistic frenzy’. [Reconnect to Stand] Hence, contrary to what Pound has argued, we see that sports should not be separated from political considerations. 
[Disagree with B by disputing point by Pound]
P4) However, Pound is not entirely wrong in charging in Passage B that the Olympic Games should not be abused as a ‘political platform’, as evidenced in the terrorist attack on the Israeli team at the 1972 Munich Olympics (line 34)……blah blah blah …..morally wrong and unfair to penalize the athletes just because they are from a country that holds a different political viewpoint. The athletes’ commitment to their sport needs to be recognized and respected……blah blah blah………… 
[Optional balance para since qn does not require balance; Agree with B]

*there’s actually no need to insert Senn’s quote here in para 3 (P3). But it just happened that Senn has a point in Passage A (‘national consciousness’) that is the exact opposite of Pound’s here (‘nationalistic frenzy’). So bringing in Senn’s point here can satisfy qn’s requirement that you refer to materials from BOTH passages.
