Timers, barrels,
and poles must remain on
the same stakes for both
races. The rider must
declare prior to the first
jackpot that they want to
roll their time over to the
second jackpot. Entrant is
responsible for paying all
fees associated with each
jackpot.

When both jackpots
at a double-header event
are hosted by the SBRA,
the entrant can only roll
their time over in the
same class that they have
entered. If the first jack-
pot is co-sanctioned with
another organization, such
as BBR or NBHA, the en-
trant may roll their open
time into whichever class

they would like for the
SBRA jackpot (ie. Open,
Rookie, Junior). If a No
Time is received in the
first jackpot, the entry will
also receive a No Time in
the second jackpot, unless
the time is rolled over to
the Rookie Class where

a knocked barrel would
incur a 5 second penalty.

When co-sanctioning
a double-header jackpot
with another organization,
exhibition money from
exhibitions prior to the
other organizations barrel
race shall go to the other
organization. Exhibition
money from exhibitions
prior to and immediately
following the SBRA go
the SBRA.

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SBRA member Peg Birney Kkilled in traffic accident May 21

GREENSBURG, Kan.—The fol-
lowing story appeared on the Pratt
Tribune website, www.pratttribune.
com, May 22.

A Bucklin woman and her pas-
senger were killed as a result of
an accident late May 21 in Kiowa
County when the pickup she was
driving was struck head-on by a
semi four miles east of Greensburg
on US 54.

A front tire on the westbound
2000 Peterbilt truck blew shortly
after 11 a.m., causing the vehicle
to cross the center line and col-
lide with an eastbound 2008 Ford

pickup driven by Peggy L Birney,
53, of Bucklin.

Riding with Birney was 32-year-
old Gennifer McDonald of Wel-
lington, Colo. McDonald was
pronounced dead at the scene. The
pickup was pulling a livestock
trailer carrying a pair of horses.

Birney was flown to Via Christi
St. Francis Hospital of Wichita
where she later died of her injuries.
Landon Davis, 48, of Coldwater,
was the driver of the truck and
was also flown to St.Francis where
he remains in serious, but stable
condition, having suffered a punc-

tured lung, broken ribs and frac-
tured vertebrae in his neck. Davis
was driving a truck for Greensburg
contractor Heft and Sons. The truck
was carrying a full load of gravel at
the time of the accident.

While neither McDonald or
Davis were determined by the
Highway Patrol to have been wear-
ing seat belts, it remains unclear
whether Birney was doing so.

The SBRA sent flowers and
memorials to each of the funer-
als from donations from several
SBRA members.
