COURSE OVERVIEW:

This course has been designed to give you the necessary preparation that will ensure your success in subsequent high school English classes and also on standardized tests such as the CAHSEE.  We will focus primarily on the reading skills you will need during your high school career. 
COURSE REQUIREMENTS:

Class Participation:  The reading and language programs we will be using require that you actively listen, respond (yes, out loud), and work independently EVERY DAY. Excellent attendance is critical to success in this reading course.  Therefore, it is extremely important that you come to class and participate.  Show up – physically and mentally!

Classwork:  Each day we will complete a lesson in class, and you will be responsible for the written work that accompanies it. Independent reading will take place everyday. These assignments will be worth ten points each.  If you miss a day of class, you cannot make up the points from the classwork. 

Homework:  You will have written homework usually once a week, sometimes more.  Homework assignments will be worth twenty points or more and can only be made up for half credit if they are turned in late. Homework is extremely important to your grade. Homework assignments will mostly consist of independent reading. 
Supplies Needed: Everyday that you come to class unprepared and need to borrow a pencil or paper you will lose points. Therefore, please bring the following to class daily:

-Pencils/Pens

-Paper

-3 ring binder & Dividers

-Highlighter 
GRADING:

Points will be given for every assignment.  No category is weighted any more than any other, although essays and tests are worth more points.

Grades will be updated every week.  Parents/Guardians will be able to check students’ grades online on my website by the third week of school. If needed, grade inquiries can also be made by e-mail or phone, if preferred. My e-mail is checked regularly. 
BEHAVIOR:

Behavior points are awarded daily in my classroom. Each day there are 20 behavior points available. Points will be deducted for disruptions, coming to class late, and for not coming to class prepared with your supplies. These points directly affect your conduct grade. 

No cell phones or mp3 players will be tolerated in the classroom. It is the policy of Grossmont High School that students do not use any electronic devices during the entire school day. If you have your phone/mp3 players out during class they will be confiscated and given to the Vice Principal’s office. Your parent/guardian must then come and pick up the device from the office. Do not take out your phones/mp3 players during class at any time, they must be off and in your backpack.

Showing up to class on time is extremely important. When you come into class late you must sign in on the clipboard near the door and note the time of your arrival. Grossmont High School’s tardy policy is as follows: 


4th tardy = phone call home, maximum conduct grade of ‘S’


6th tardy = conduct grade of ‘U’


8th tardy = referral to Vice Principal  
Students are expected to comply with all district, school, and classroom rules and regulations, including the dress code.  Unacceptable behavior will be addressed using an increasing scale of interventions beginning with a warning, followed by a phone call home to parent, and finally referral to the Vice Principal.
