Duo-Scene Script Score

Scoring your script.  For your duo scene, each actor will be expected to score their script.  For the purposes of this unit, scoring your script means:

· Creating a beat breakdown, identifying objectives, obstacles and strategies.

· Identifying the seven circumstances and relationships in your journal, either as part of your beat breakdown or immediately afterward.

· Identifying the internal and external aspects of your character, either as part of your beat breakdown or afterward.

· Orchestrate your script, in conjunction with the beat breakdown.

Journal writing.  During the course of this unit on duo-scenes, there will be a mixture of rehearsal time in class and workshops/lessons on character development.  Be certain to take thorough notes in your journals on the days these workshops/lessons take place.

Critique.  Each duo-scene will receive at least two critiques:  a class critique and a teacher critique.  For the teacher critique you can either request a critique from the instructor on one of the rehearsal days in class, or schedule a critique during FLEX.  Failure to receive a teacher critique will lower your scene grade a minimum of one letter grade. 

Primary source.  Each actor is required to read the play from which their scene was taken.  These scripts can more than likely be found in one of three places:  the Lincoln library, the Multnomah County library, or in Mr. Peerenboom’s office.  If you tried all three of these locations and still cannot locate the script of your scene, see the instructor immediately.  As evidence of having read the script, the actor will complete a Play Report Form for the script.  This write-up can be re-submitted as part of your incentive points at the end of the quarter, for which you will receive 25 incentive points.  The deadline for completing the Play Report Form will be announced in class.

Grading.  At the completion of the unit, each actor will receive two grades:  one for their performance, and one for their completed journal.  The performance will be graded on:  voice, physicality, characterization/relationship, improvement, memorization of lines and blocking for a total of 50 points.  The journal will be graded on inclusion of the 6 principles of acting, notes from lessons/workshops, and quality of work, for a total of 50 points.
