Application for Bridle Numbers

Owners who have horses competing in dressage throughout the State should apply to DNSW to have a
bridle number for their horse. Bridle numbers are compulsory for all official tests re gardless of where the
competition is held and are recommended for all dressage events.

Owners have two options;
e DNSW can supply a set (2) of plastic bridle numbers for the cost of $10 inc. postage
o DNSW allocates the horse a bridle number and the owner purchases a bridle number holder from
one of the saddleries.
