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Level 1 (ages 4 & 5 years old) – Mock Hajj:

Participants in this age group must perform a mock hajj and orally explain the basic rituals of hajj. Students should appear before judges with ihram.  They should be able to demonstrate tawaf, sai, jamrah, and the importance of the day of Eid Al-Adha to the judges.

Level 2 (ages 6 & 7 years old) – Mecca/Medina Diorama

Participants in this age group must make a diorama depicting any sites from Mecca or Medina.  For example, they could make a Kabba, the tents at Mina, the Pillars of the Jamarah, a Mount Arafat, the Prophet’s Mosque, or any combination of these.  Participants should use everyday items such as shoeboxes, sugar cubes, paper towel roles, toothpicks, and salt.  Participants will be judged on their ability to describe the place, the detail and preciseness of the replica, creativity, and the overall attractiveness of the diorama. Level 3 (ages 8 & 9 years old)  – Hajj Time line: 

Participants must make timeline out of poster board.  The timeline should display the dates or days of hajj, a picture for each day, and a short paragraph about the rites that are necessary on that day. 

Level 4 (ages 10 & 11 years old) – Hajj Quest:

Participants must do research to plan a trip to hajj.  Each participant should make a budget.  They should also write at least one journal entry telling a story of something that happened on their trip.  They should find pictures or actual objects of souvenirs they found on their trip and explain why those objects were important to tell about.  Display all of these items on a display board.

Level 5 (ages 12 & 13 years old) – Interview A Hajji:

Participants must interview a person who has completed Hajj.  They should submit the questions and a summary of the answers, as well as information about the person they interviewed and when that person made hajj.  The information learned in the interview can be displayed on a poster, PowerPoint, or in a report format.

Level 6 (Ages 14 and above) – Hajj Speech

Participants should write a speech about any topic related to hajj.  They may choose to use any kinds of visuals to highlight important messages of their speech.  The speech should refer to ayats and hadiths about hajj.
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
