JUMP HEIGHTS 
All measurements are “at the withers” 

REGULAR SELECTED

8” for dogs 10” and under 4” 

12” for dogs over 10” up to and including 14” 8” 

16” for dogs over 14” up to and including 18” 12” 

20” for dogs over 18” up to and including 22” 16” 

24” for dogs over 22” 20” 

Owners are responsible for entering the correct height division. Dogs that run in a height division 
lower than their correct division will be eliminated. Judges may require any dog to be measured. 

CLASSES - STANDARD 
• Agility Novice A: For persons and dogs that have never acquired an agility title in any country 

or with any organization. 
• Agility Novice B: For agility instructors and judges, and for dogs that have acquired the Agility 

Novice title, but have not earned a qualifying score in Agility Intermediate, and, for persons 
who have previously exhibited a dog to an agility title in any agility organization. 

• Agility Intermediate: Open to dogs that have acquired the Agility Novice title, and to those 
dogs which have not yet acquired a qualifying score toward the Agility Excellent title. 

• Agility Excellent A: For dogs that have acquired the Agility Intermediate title, but have not yet 
earned the Agility Excellent Title. 

• Agility Excellent B: For dogs that have acquired the Agility Excellent title or the Agility Master 
Excellent title. 

CLASSES - JUMPERS WITH WEAVES (JWW) 
• Novice A: For persons and dogs that have never acquired an agility title in any country or with 

any organization. 
• Novice B: For agility instructors and judges, and for dogs that have acquired the Novice JWW 

title, but have not earned a qualifying score in Intermediate JWW, and for persons who 
have previously exhibited a dog to an agility title in any agility organization. 

• Intermediate: Open to dogs that have acquired the Novice JWW title, and to those dogs, 
which have not yet acquired a qualifying score towards the Excellent JWW title. 

• Excellent A: For dogs that have acquired the Intermediate JWW title, but have not yet earned 
the Excellent JWW title. 

• Excellent B: For dogs that have acquired the Excellent JWW title or the Master Excellent JWW 
title. 

SELECTED CLASS 
A dog may be entered in both the Standard Class and Jumpers With Weaves Class in each trial, 
however they must enter only Regular or Selected at the same set of trials. A dog may move 
back and forth between the Selected Classes and the Regular Classes, but not at the same set 
of trials offered by a club on the same day or on consecutive days. 
The Selected Classes (both Standard and Jumpers With Weaves) follow the Agility Trials Rules 
and Regulations. The courses will be the same as in the Regular Classes but will have adjusted 
heights and course times. Novice Select Class is not divided into A and B Divisions. 
Dogs entering the Selected Classes must progress through the various levels beginning with the 
Novice level. A dog may continue to compete at each level until a qualifying score at the next 
higher level is earned

SHOW RULES & GENERAL INFORMATION
1. Showing correct information on the entry forms is the responsibility of the entrant. The 

show committee reserves the right to refuse any entry subject to CKC rules. 
2. No entry will be accepted unless accompanied by entry fees. No telephone or fax i.e. credit 

card entries will be accepted. .
3. Post-dated cheques are not acceptable. Tendering of a NSF cheque in payment of entry 

fees shall be considered non-payment of entry fees and is an offense punishable by 
disciplinary action and cancellation of awards. A $35.00 service charge will be levied on all 
NSF cheques.

4. Bitches in season are not allowed to compete. When a bitch comes into season after entry 
has been submitted to the Trial Secretary, a Veterinarian’s certificate, certifying the bitch 
was in season within the 10 day period preceding the trial, must reach the Trial Secretary 
on or before the start of the trial. The club must refund the entry fee, service charge and 
listing fee.

5. Withdrawal of entry fees prior to closing date may be made by telephone or e-mail, but 
must be followed up in writing with your signature to the Show Secretary so as to be 
received no more than 7 days after closing.

6. The entry of any dog cannot be altered or cancelled after entries close, except as provided 
in the Agility Rules and Regulations.

7. After closing of entries, an identification/receipt and judging schedule will be mailed to each 
exhibitor or agent. Owners making entries please include agent’s address (There will be a 
running ordered posted with the dog’s call name). 

8. There will be no armbands issued at this show.
9. ALL DOGS MUST BE KEPT UNDER CONTROL AT ALL TIMES.
10. “It shall be the duty and obligation of the trial-giving club to see that a judge, club official, 

volunteer, or any participant at an event held under these rules is not to be subject to 
indignities of any kind. The Agility Trial Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC 
any infringement of this regulation, and the Discipline Committee shall have the authority to 
take such action as it deems fit, on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred.”

11. The Show Committee will use due care and diligence for the welfare of dogs and exhibitor, 
but will not assume responsibility or be liable in the event of an accident or other misfortune 
to either dog, exhibitor or patron.

12. DOGS ARE NOT ALLOWED OFF LEASH. Exercise dogs only in designated areas. 
Anyone not following the stoop and scoop policy will be excused from the trials.

13.  Information for where dogs are to be exercised will be discussed at the handlers briefing. 
Failure to adhere to those rules will be cause for dismissal and no refund of entries will be 
offered.

14. The Trial Superintendent will have the authority to expel any dogs deemed to be a danger 
to other dogs or people. There will be no refund if expelled for that reason.
