Accreditation:
Accreditation is the formal recognition that a testing laboratory is competent to carry out specific tests and working to international standards set by an outside body of experts. 

Accreditation of Laboratories to ISO/IEC 17025 is becoming an essential requirement for testing and research projects sponsored by universities, faculties, institutions, industry or other governmental or non-governmental Agencies. 

Editors of most scientific journals have started now discussions on how the validity of data submitted in research papers might be assessed. Preparing for accreditation is a time-consuming process and a pro-active approach is advisable.

Total Quality Management and Internal Quality Assurance System activities in Education need to cover the laboratory (Laboratory Quality Assurance), among many others, as a quality requirement for the institution.    

Whilst accreditation of a multi-function laboratory is rare (Accreditation of laboratories involved in both research and testing), it is not impossible. So, Accreditation of University Analytical Laboratories, particularly those of central activity level, should cover ISO/IEC 17025 implementation, as it is involved in systematic analysis, teaching, testing and research.

The Course:

This course will be done as one of the Benha QAA Center activities. 

The course will give detailed information and hands-on experience of practical issues of quality control and accreditation. Staff will share their experiences with other colleagues and provide:

1. Practical examples on how to establish quality assurance and control procedures and

2. How to prepare for accreditation to the ISO/IEC 17025 standard.

3. Examples of quality manual, sample registration, instrument checks, SOPs, method validations, control charts, audits, test reports, training records, etc.

4. Practical training sessions to teach day-to-day activities of an accredited laboratory (meeting customer requirements, writing SOPs, conducting vertical and horizontal audits).

Participants:

The course is aimed at analysts (About 20-25 participants) working in faculties, institutes, analytical and research centers in Benha university. The course will be especially suitable for personnel in agricultural, biological, medical, veterinary, chemical, microbiological, toxicological  and environmental or food laboratories involved with analyses, especially those offering services to others, e. g. the community, academia and scientific research, and industry.

This course on laboratory accreditation will also be relevant for overseas PhD students, who often enter careers and have responsibilities that include many more aspects than were covered in their PhD training programme. For example, some are likely to find themselves in charge of laboratories as part of other managerial responsibilities.

Certification:

A certificate will be handed to each participant on the completion of the course. 

Fees: 

The Quality Assurance & Accreditation Center (QAAC) of Benha University will cover the entire tuition fees for the course for about 20-25 participants from about 6 faculties and Institutes in Benha University.
