1) Topic – Ticket Sales

4) Topic – Advertising

Q: What kind of advertising and promotion work is RAP doing for the event?

A: There are a number of things being done, and still more to come – postcards (for handing out or mailing – these were given out in June), signs to be posted around Rochester, emails that will be sent out over the summer (amongst RAPas well as general promotion), newspapers, TV, etc. Sharon Sterner, along with Becky Wehner, will be working on this.

5) Topic – Raffle Donations

Q: I know a business/person who might have something good to donate and/or I’d like to help out with procurring some donations, but I’m not sure how to ask people.

A: Begin by telling the person that you really like what they sell/offer, and that you’d like to offer a way for them to get additional advertising for their business/product. Then breifly describe the Fall Bazaar and that we are looking for raffle donations (any value amount is acceptable). The worst they can say is no, but hopefully you walk away with a commitment – and you can tell Janet Lockhart, our Raffle coordinator!

6) Topic – Volunteering

Q: I’d like to help out on the day of the event – how will this be coordinated?

A: The Volunteer Coordinator, Maureen VanBrocklin will be working to coordinate volunteers on October 24. You will be able to sign up for any duration of time you are able to commit to.
Note: We need volunteers for SETUP, CLEANUP, and helping DURING THE EVENT.

7) Topic – Group Lunch reservations
Q: I have a group of people (CAN BE ALUMNAE OR NON-RAP) I’d like to get signed up for the Lunch on 10/24. What do I need to do? And what time will the lunch be?
A: Please contact Kim Pegg ASAP. We need a count of people interested so we can secure the lunch buffet time and space. The lunch will start at 12:00 NOON, and can accommodate 40 people; if more than 40 sign up, we can split the lunch into 2 seatings.
