Background:  Readings for this course introduced you to: the history of the internet (Mowrey and Simcoe), differences between print spaces and digital spaces in terms of the form of the texts (Bolter and Grusin, Goodyear); digital mindsets (Lankshear and Knobel; Bruns); and patterns and possibilities for interactions through and with electronic texts (Hayles, Rheingold, Baker, Electronic Literature collection, Collins, and Hayles).

Purpose: to demonstrate understanding of the concepts presented in the readings; to consider how these concepts connect to other ideas and contexts.  
Description of the assignment: Write an essay to respond to one of the following prompts.  No matter which prompt you choose, your essay will need to make in-depth connections that demonstrate your understanding of the ideas from no fewer than 7 of the readings.  
1.  Develop a discussion of your topic for your hypertext essay which draws from information and theory put forward in the course readings. 
2.  Use the readings to develop a discussion of how technology is changing expectations and practices for writing in your chosen profession.  Your discussion will need to account for changing social interactions associated with and surrounding writing; the changing identities of writers, and the changing forms for writing as they are taking shape in your field.  
3.  Write an essay on a topic of your choosing that integrates information and theory from the assigned readings.  If you choose this prompt - your essay will need a clear focus that you then develop through references to material from the readings.

Criteria for grade:

1. Development of a central focus or point relevant to digital technologies and writing.

2. Presentation of central ideas from selected readings using proper citation.

3. Speculation / reflection / theorization with respect to the readings in terms of the essay's focus.

4. In depth development, using examples/references from the readings 

5. Logical organization

6. Sentences relatively free from errors.
