Terms of Agreement and Conditions of Sale

Your new kitten is in good health and received at least one set of vaccinations and has been de-wormed.  He/she is guaranteed free from communicable diseases including FIV/FELV, for a period of 72 hours from date of sale.  Kittens are not guaranteed against accidental death or injury at any time after sale. Please isolate your kitten from other pets and have this animal examined by your veterinarian within 72 hours to ensure kitten/cat is healthy.  No refunds will be given if kitten was not isolated from other pets during the 72 hour guarantee period.  If the kitten is found to be medically deficient by a licensed veterinarian during the 72 hour guarantee period, you must inform me immediately and provide written proof of the deficiency from your veterinarian. You are responsible to provide immediate veterinary care if kitten shows signs of illness or distress.  Failure to do so will void all guarantees. The Kitten may then be returned and the purchase price will be refunded or replacement kitten offered as it becomes available. If the kitten dies within the guarantee period of 72 hours, despite medical treatment, compensation will be made only if veterinarian certifies the cause of death.  I assume no liability for veterinary costs or other expenses incurred by the Buyer.   I cannot be responsible for contagious diseases the kitten is exposed    to during shipping that are not evident during the initial guarantee period.
     If the kitten should become ill, while in the Buyer’s care, for any condition   other than a hereditary or congenital condition after this 72 hour period, the seller is not responsible for any expenses, nor obligated to take the cat back and make it well, nor replace it, nor refund any monies paid. 
    Seller will not honor this health guarantee if the kitten dies of a virus from contact with another animal not bred at this Cattery. 
      In no way are we against vaccinating and protecting your kitten from potential health hazards, however, it is agreed by both Buyer and Seller that this Health Guarantee is null and void if the buyer has the kitten vaccinated for FELV (Feline Leukemia) or FIP (Feline Infectious Peritonitis). Besides endangering the life of your kitten these vaccines are very stressful to the immune system of a young kitten and are not necessary for the continued health of an indoor-only cat who doesn't have repeated contact with other cats. While the Feline Leukemia vaccine is relatively safe, it has a minimum protection rate of only 80%. The FIP vaccine is highly controversial and it has proven ineffective against most strains of the corona viruses associated with the disease. This virus and the vaccine may actually cause your cat to contact the virus. Keeping your kitten away from others and indoors at all times, is your best guarantee for avoiding exposure. If you and/or your Veterinarian decide to give either of these vaccines, the Seller shall not be held responsible in any way. NO refund or replacement will be given. 
If your kitten is being shipped please be aware that no matter how comfortable we try to make the experience it is highly stressful to the kitten. Temporary signs of stress in kittens immediately after shipping include, sneezing, runny nose, watery eyes, diarrhea, and/or constipation. This can also occur simply from re-homing a kitten even if it is not shipped.  To help reduce signs of stress, you agree to feed the kitten the food that we at Sia-Mews recommend for your kitten. Should you decide to change the kitten’s food; you agree to do so gradually.  Furthermore, to reduce the stress associated with being separated from its familiar surroundings, the kitten needs to be slowly and patiently introduced to the house and other members of the household.  
If kitten is returned, for any reason, a portion of the purchase price will be retained for FIP, FELV and FIV testing.  All return shipping related expenses are the responsibility of the Buyer.  
Here at Sia-Mews we understand circumstances may arise to make it necessary for you to part with your kitten. We are here to help you, if this should occur you agree to contact me to help you re-home your kitten. Under no circumstances will this kitten/cat be sold, leased, abandoned, or given away to a pet shop, animal shelter, humane society, pound, lab, or research facility. Let us help you.  Furthermore, this kitten/cat will not be euthanized for behavioral problems. I can’t say it enough let us help you. 
You agree to provide your kitten with adequate and sanitary indoor facilities, and the kitten will never be allowed to roam freely outdoors.  By definition, adequate facilities include, but are not limited to, premium quality cat food, fresh water, clean litter, toys, and human companionship.  
You agree to provide this kitten/cat with regularly scheduled check-ups from a licensed veterinarian. You also agree to provide your kitten with the recommended vaccination and worming protocol.  
    I do not support declawing. Declawing is a horrible mutilation involving the amputation of a large portion of the kitten’s toes which in most cases will alter a kitten’s personality and cause undesirable side effects. If clawing becomes an issue please contact me for advice and guidance. The buyer agrees to keep the kitten’s toenails trimmed regularly, and to supply the kitten with proper scratching material and suitable training. There are good alternatives instead of declawing which we would be more than happy to discuss. 
This kitten is being sold as a pet, you have agreed to have this kitten spayed or neutered by eight months of age. Proof of spay/neuter is required in order to receive the kittens registration papers.  Upon written proof of spaying or neutering I will guarantee you receive your kitten’s registration papers.
Most importantly you promise to Love, Enjoy and Spoil your new bundle(s) of love to the fullest!!!!
