Artist’s Statement

I dip my brush in organs.  I fly above the assumptions.  

I make real imaginations. 

I scan broken clambodies, and paint the flow, and photograph a man holding a rose rising up his body, and I light up his head, as if the energy were rising. I mimic the clams in firey enigma around him. Inside him, he repeasts monsters of the recognition of our Nature. Both frightening and delightful, intensely so.  Intensely so.

And this is what you see,:“Visionarium.”  You look into it. 

I scan a page of handwritten history and combine it with a paint. The paint becomes forground-interwoven -with -background  creating two interacting hemispheres of pereption. A world of textural thinking and of noncontextual thinking are experienced by the two hemispheres of the photographed  nude leaning back, stretched, stretched.

My  multimedia art ranges from pure photography to  combinations of paint and sculpture and photography. I make archival giclees, and sometimes play with the archival quality , considering the flux of our world, and burn the edges, and the frames, in what I call “Scorchvision.”  That series is called “Reality Burn!” and it is constantly on tour in Spain. Also being shown nightly in Spain is my art in experimental movie format, a series called “Tantravision: From the Night Depository Studio.”  The images with the clams combined with the figure with his head alight are the climax of a mystically Tantric movie called “Pulse.”  Pulse.
