Sprained Ankles  

Treatment of an ankle sprain depends upon the severity of the injury.  In the first 36 - 48 hours after an ankle sprain, follow 
the R.I.C.E.R principle (Rest , Ice, Compress, Elevate, Refer.).  Physiotherapy management of an acute ankle sprain involves 
the reduction of pain and swelling, restoration of ankle motion, muscle conditioning, and exercises to allow a successful and 
timely return to sport, work or everyday activities. The early management plan involves an ice bath regime with specific ex-
ercises adapted to the exact diagnosis of your injury which is why a thorough assessment after what appears to be a simple 
ankle sprain is vital.  

Taping or bracing may be used on the ankle joint to help prevent injury ï a good solid brace, or the taping technique de-
scribed should be used. 

Early treatment is the key to a good outcome in this condition.   Seeing a Physiotherapist as soon after the injury as possible 
will avoid prolonging symptoms and impairment and will reduce the chances of a drawn out rehabilitation process.   Reha-
bilitation can begin immediately.   All patients can benefit from physiotherapy, not just those who are failing to progress 
through the natural recovery process.
