WE GOTTA NEW SET O’ RULES TO PLAY BY… 
New Rules and Changes are in the works for WCTPA 

 

Annual Membership Dues: Annual Membership Fees have officially been reduced!     
   -Individual Membership will be $50.00,  

-Family Membership will be $100.00; includes two adults and up to two children under 17,  
       (additional children will be $15.00 per child),  

  -Junior Membership will be $15.00. 
 Open/LTD Division: Open and LTD riders may now ride up to three times changing all partners. 

Limited Division Only: LTD Top-10 has now been eliminated. A three go average will be used to determine the  
  average winners. 
Limited Division Payouts: LTD payouts will be based on the added $15.00 per person per team. Money will no 

longer be taken from the Open, Mixed or Novice Divisions.  
 Mixed Division: Mixed riders may now ride up to three times changing all partners.  

-The gender rule has now been eliminated. 
 Novice Division: Novice Division fees have been reduced to $50.00 per person per team.  
   - Novice riders may now ride up to three times. 
   - The first team MUST be a draw team, changing only one partner on remaining teams. 
 Junior Division: Junior Division fees have been reduced to $20.00 per person per team. 
   - Juniors may now ride up to three times. 
   - The first team MUST be a draw team, changing only one partner on remaining teams. 
 General Penning Changes, Updates, and Reminders:  

-Promoters will no longer be required to provide a fresh herd for the Top-10.  
-Penning events may be run in one day or two by the promoters’ discretion. 

   -Providing buckles and/or other awards, is at the promoters discretion. 
Rating Criteria: The WCTPA is currently reviewing the methods used to rate and promote its riders into  
  divisions.
