
long term airport car-parking fees !  Birmingham International Airport has its 
own station at Birmingham International, linked to the airport by a monorail. 
Trains run very frequently between Birmingham New Street and Birmingham 
International, with a journey time of only 8-10 minutes. So, catch one of our 
direct trains to Birmingham New Street and in around 80 minutes from 
leaving Ashchurch for Tewkesbury you could be checking your luggage in at 
the airport!
Stansted Airport has a direct early morning train from Ashchurch for 
Tewkesbury, which is complemented by an hourly direct service from 
Birmingham New Street.  London Heathrow and Gatwick airports are 
served by changing from a London Paddington train at Reading, either to the 
frequent Rail-Air Express Coach service to and from Heathrow Airport, or 
to the hourly direct train service which runs between Reading and Gatwick 
Airport via Guildford.

For the Red Funnel ferry to Cowes and the Isle of Wight from Southampton, 
catch the free bus service from outside Southampton Central station to the 
terminal at Royal Pier. You can pre-book a through ticket, which includes 
the ferry crossing, on the direct trains which run between Ashchurch for 
Tewkesbury and Southampton. For Wightlink services to Ryde and beyond, 
take a train to Bristol Temple Meads, from where trains run every hour 
direct to Portsmouth Harbour

To get to Rosslare and the south of Ireland via Fishguard Harbour, change 
trains at Cardiff Central from one of the direct services from Ashchurch 
for Tewkesbury; and for Dublin, via Holyhead, change at Birmingham (New 
Street) to a train which takes you all the way to the ferry terminal.  
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very easy. As well as direct trains to University station (for Birmingham 

University) and Filton Abbey Wood (for the University of the West of 
England) there are direct trains to many other university locations; and with 
a simple change of train at Cheltenham Spa, many more are easily reached, 
including Exeter, Plymouth, Reading and London campus locations.

Eurostar trains to Paris and Brussels leave from St. Pancras International 
Station in London. This station is a level 15 minutes walk from Euston 

Station. So travel from Ashchurch to London Euston via Birmingham New 
Street, walk along to St. Pancras, and in around four hours you will be 
travelling at nearly 200mph on your way to Europe !
